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General Information
Placement

Class/Company placement is at the sole discretion of the Studio Owner- Ms. Becky, Company Director- Amelia Rogers and Company Instructors. Placement is made on age, dance ability and other factors. These may include previous dance experience, technique, prior year(s) attendance, performance, work ethic and attitude.

Communication

The Company’s main source for information is email.  We must have a parent’s email address on file. You are more than welcome to also share your dancer’s email with us if you wish. It is the parent’s and dancer’s responsibility to check e-mail often! We will also post information on the website (www.beckyjonesdance.com), Facebook, and the bulletin board in the lobby.

Dance Attire

Company members should wear a leotard and tights (pink for ballet) to all classes. A ballet skirt and/or boy-cut shorts are optional. No t-shirts, sweat shirts, or sweat pants should be worn, as instructors need to see the dancer’s lines. Hair should be up and away from the face in either a bun or a ponytail.

Please make sure you have ALL your dance shoes at each class. 

Once the costumes are decided on, we will let you know (via e-mail) what color/type of shoes you will need. For the first part of the year, please wear last year’s shoes.   Please speak with the teacher before you purchase any shoes.

Attendance and Participation
Regular class attendance and participation is extremely important for all dancers. Competing companies work best when they have adequately rehearsed together. This requires that the dancers regularly attend and participate in class. If a dancer is going to be absent from any dance class or rehearsal, please notify the affected teacher as soon as possible.  You can email the studio and we will forward it to the teacher, or you contact the teacher directly to make them aware. *NEW THIS YEAR* Teachers will keep track of any unexcused absences throughout the year. If we are not informed that a dancer will be absent, it will be counted as unexcused. Additionally, active participation in class is required in every class. Three instances of not participating or skipping class will count as one unexcused absence. Please understand three or more unexcused absences WILL result in the dancer’s removal from all competition performance pieces.

Other Company Expenses
Costumes (DUE IN OCTOBER AND NOVEMBER)

Costumes range from $60-$100 per costume. Total costume fees will be determined by December. You will receive an email detailing the cost of each costume. The costume fee includes all the pieces for the costume, rhinestones, and accessories, if applicable. It does not include tights, under garments or shoes. 
A deposit of $40 per costume will be due in October 2018. 
The balance on costumes will be due in December 2018. 
*Please write a separate check for all costume deposits/payments. 
It is the responsibility of the dancer to take care of costumes.  Try to avoid eating and drink only water while wearing costumes.  It is the responsibility of the dancer to purchase tights, undergarments, and shoes.  The teacher will determine the type and color of these items.

Company Fee (January / April)
All company members will pay a yearly non-refundable Company fee. This $160 fee covers registration and performance fees. This fee will be split into two payments of $80 each, due in January and April.
 It includes five tickets per student to the “Company Show”, trophy, a DVD of the “Company Show”, a CD with each Company group dance and an individual photo of the dance you pick which will be taken in March 2019. 
If you have multiple dancers in company this fee will be discounted, please speak with Susan or Melissa for your amount.
Competition (DUE in February and March)
Competition is mandatory for all company members. The Company will compete at two regional competitions this year.  Competition fees are approximately $50 per dance for a group dance and $110 for a solo, duo, or trio. 
Because the schedule for the competition is not available until a week before competition, it will be necessary to “block out” the entire competition weekend to ensure you are available. Dancers should arrive at competition one hour before the assigned time with full hair and make-up done. Do not wear dance shoes outside. 
Each parent is responsible for the dancer’s safety, costume, and make-up preparation and should not leave the dancer unattended.  
Other Performance Opportunities
Conventions
This year we will be participating in the KAR Dance Convention. The convention will take place on Sunday, November 11th at the Georgia International Convention Center (GICC, near the airport) from 8am to 5pm. At the convention, dancers will have the opportunity to learn choreography from nationally known dancers and professionals in a large group setting. This is an optional, but strongly recommended opportunity, as it gives dancers a chance to learn different styles of dance from different teachers. This will come with an additional fee ($125), and there is an opportunity for parents to purchase a “Watchers” pass to sit in on the classes for an additional $20. 
Community Performances
In the fall, the Company performs at the Jonquil Festival in Smyrna.  This year, Jonquil Festival will be Saturday, October 27th and Sunday, October 28th. We will dance one of these two days. New Company members will not perform in the fall performances since the Company will be performing prior year’s routines.  We are also considering dancing at other local events.  More details to come. 

In the spring, the Company usually performs at the Jonquil festival in April. No fees are incurred. If you cannot make a community performance, please let the teachers know as soon as possible.
Production Numbers
Participation will be determined by Ms. Amelia. Production numbers are performed at each of the recital performances. It requires an additional costume and a choreography fee, which will be payable to Amelia Rogers. This fee will be due at the first rehearsal. (Note: no costume deposit is required.)  Monthly weekend rehearsals and a dress rehearsal at the Cobb Civic Center will also be required. Account must be current to participate.

Solos, Duos, Trios
Solos, Duos and Trios are performed at competitions and/or the Spring Company Show.  This is a private lesson given by a Company teacher. The Parent must make the arrangements with the appropriate Company teacher. The hourly fee for the solo, duo or trio will be determined between the parent and the Company teacher. Teaching fees will be paid directly to the Company teacher. If the solo, duo or trio will be taken to any competition, please let the office know so the number will be included with the other studio numbers.  A costume deposit and costume balance will be due at the time of other costumes. Account must be current to participate. Any solo/duo/trio going to competition must be over seen by a company teacher.
Withdrawal Policy
If a child does not wish to continue in a company, please speak with Ms. Amelia for the account to be inactivated. You will be held responsible for monthly payments regardless of the number of absences until you have officially withdrawn your child. Once you dancer is withdrawn, you cannot return to company deairing the current dance year. You may audition for company the next dance year and return then.  
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
